Library is an update to the original guide written by Kevin Ostoyich in 2006  (The German 

Society of Pennsylvania: A Guide to its Book and Manuscript Collections) and published by 

the German Historical Institute.  The Society is most grateful to the German Historical 

Institute for generously sponsoring this revised edition.  The first edition of the Research 

Guide was written after the completion of a five year project that aimed to catalog the book 

and pamphlet holdings of the library.  In the decade since the guide was originally 

published, there has been a great deal of progress in cataloging, organizing and processing 

the remaining parts of the collections, making a revision to the original research guide 

necessary.  Almost all the books in the Main and German American collections have now 

been cataloged and are retrievable through Worldcat (www.Worldcat.org ) and the

and ephemera have been organized and inventories created for each box.  A comprehensive 

list of uncataloged newspapers and periodicals has also been created.  The most progress 

has been in the area of manuscripts, with many manuscript collections having been 

arranged and described, and complete finding aids now ŀǾŀƛƭŀōƭŜΦ  ¢Ƙƛǎ ǇŀǊǘ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ƭƛōǊŀǊȅΩǎ 

holdings had been very minimally processed at the writing of the original guide, and while

accessible, the work is ongoing and manuscripts continue to be added to the catalog. 

 

History and Brief Overview of the Collections 
The Joseph P. Horner Memorial Library is the preserved Volksbibliothek of the German 

Society of Pennsylvania. The library flourished throughout the 19th century and books were 

actively collected until the 1960s.  It contains over 50,000 volumes, spanning the 16th 

through 20th centuries, with the vast majority published in the 19th century.  Approximately 

90 percent are in the German language (the majority of the English language holdings 

having been deaccessioned).   The Society was founded in Philadelphia in 1764 with the 

objective of aiding newly arrived German-speaking immigrants.  In 1817, a library was 

established to provide reading materials to its members and other German-speaking 

Philadelphians.  Lƴ муофΣ ǘƘŜ ƭƛōǊŀǊȅΩǎ ƘƻƭŘƛƴƎǎ ǿŜǊŜ ŎŀǘŀƭƻƎŜŘ ƛƴǘƻ ǎŜǾŜƴ ƎǊƻǳǇƛƴƎǎΥ 

Theology, History, Moral Sciences, Physical Sciences, Geography and Travel, Art, and 

Literature.  During the middle third of the century, the collection grew modestly with 

English-language acquisitions predominating. This reflected the fact that between 1818 and

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1859 English served as the official language of the society.1  In 1860, German was re-

established as the official language of the Society, and German-language books again 

predominated in the library.  By the late 1860s, the library, then under the stewardship of 

Oswald Seidensticker, regained its distinctively German character.2  Seidensticker (1825ς

1894), a professor of German at the University of Pennsylvania since 1867, chaired both the 

SƻŎƛŜǘȅΩǎ [ƛōǊŀǊȅ ŀƴŘ !ǊŎƘƛǾŜ /ƻƳƳƛǘǘŜŜs. It was SeidenstickerΩǎ establishment of the 

Archives as a repository of German-American print culture that makes the library of the 

German Society of Pennsylvania the valuable resource it is today. 

 

The Main Collection of the library has been housed in its current location since 1888.  From 

1994 to 1999, University of Pennsylvania Germanic Languages Professor Frank Trommler 

and Director of Bryn Mawr College Libraries Elliott Shore led a restoration and cataloging 

ǇǊƻƧŜŎǘ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ƭƛōǊŀǊȅΩǎ ƘƻƭŘƛƴƎǎ, with funding from the German Foreign Office, Fritz Thyssen 

Foundation, Robert Bosch Foundation, Gladys Krieble Delmas Foundation and the University 

of Pennsylvania.  As a result of this project, over 20,000 volumes were cataloged into the 

Research Libraries Information Network (RLIN).  Many of the books were also cleaned and 

repaired.  The library also underwent extensive renovation between February 1998 and 

September 1999, with much needed climate control being added.  In 2007, the Research 

Libraries Group was merged with OCLC, and all the RLIN records were transferred to the 

Worldcat database (www.Worldcat.org).  Since that time, cataloging of books and 

pamphlets has continued with support from the government of North Rhine-Westphalia 

and the Max Kade Foundation.  All non-fiction works published through 1960 have now 

been cataloged.  The books and most of the pamphlets in the German American Collection 

have been cataloged.  The primary areas that remain to be addressed are the uncataloged 

books in the Carl Schurz collection and a review of the post-1917 fiction section of the Main 

library. 

 

The original Archive started by Oswald Seidensticker, now known as the German American 

Collection (GAC), consists of over 10,000 items.  As a part of the restoration project of the

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1990s, the entire GAC collection was sent to the Northeast Document Conservation Center 

in Andover, Massachusetts.   All items were cleaned and many were repaired or rehoused.  

Almost all the books and pamphlets in the GAC are now cataloged and can be searched in 

the online catalog.  Manuscripts were not cataloged/described during the restoration 

project of the 1990s but many have since been processed, with finding aids available for 

approximately 70% of the collections.   

 

The library is generally organized into three collections: the Main Collection, the German 

American Collection and the Carl Schurz Collection.  However, this revised research guide is 

organized by material type instead of collection, as not all the materials fall neatly into one 

collection or another.  There has been some fluidity over the years, with books being moved 

from one part of the collection to another.  For example, while the majority of books 

acquired from the National Carl Schurz Association remain as a discrete collection, some 

titles were integrated into the Main and German American Collections.  (The entire Carl

time, books printed in the United States were pulled out of the Main collection and added 

to the German American Collection although this seems not to have been done 

comprehensively.  In addition, periodicals are found in all parts of the library, and 

manuscript collections were, for the most part, never given call numbers or incorporated 

into any of the collections, though most of the content relates to German-American 

individuals and organizations.  
 

Newspapers and periodicals have been arranged into two groups: 1) a microfilm collection 

of newspapers that is stored within the Library Hall and 2) bound volumes of periodicals 

that have been separated into two groupings: German-American imprints, and German 

imprints.   In early 2015, the original copies of newspapers for which the Society has 

microfilm were given to the University of Pennsylvania library, which has digitized those 

titles and will make them available through its website in 2016.  (There are additional 

newspapers scattered throughout other parts of the library that have been cataloged, but 

most consist of individual issues, rather than extended runs.) 
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BOOKS 

 

Main Collection 

The Main Collection is a model of nineteenth-century German Bildung. Originally, books 

were acquired in English and German in roughly equal numbers.  A reading of the catalog 

reveals that all of the traditional arts and sciences are covered. Many of the entries can be 

found in university libraries. However, it should be noted that when the catalogers were 

entering the books into the Research Library Information Network (RLIN), they found a large 

number that were unique to the collection. This is due to the peculiar άǇƻǇǳƭŀǊέ ŎƘŀǊŀŎǘŜǊ 

of the library. From its inception, the library was to be a Volksbibliothek.  Its books were to 

be read by the members of the Society and the German-speaking community.  As a result, 

the holdings reflect more the interests of the common man than of the scholar.  Although 

scholarly titles are well represented, titles in such non-scholarly genres as popular novels,

abound. Thus, the library serves as a window to German-American culture during the 

nineteenth century.  The fiction section in particular, contains many authors who are not 

represented in university libraries, and thus makes an excellent resource for individuals 

researching nineteenth century popular literature. 

 

The Main Library Collection is arranged in the original (and unique) classification system 

implemented by the Society in 1839 and further expanded in 1879.  During the cataloging 

process conducted between 1994 and 1999, the decision was made to preserve this original 

classification system. Thus, the collection should be considered a preserved Volksbibliothek. 

In order to ease accessibility, it was also decided to assign every work of fiction that dated 

from 1917 or earlier its corresponding Library of Congress classification number.  All such 

books contain a book flag with Library of Congress classification number, but remain

because of the great impact of the American entry into the First World War on the German-

American community.  Additional non-fiction titles up to 1960 have been cataloged in 

recent years.  Works of fiction printed after 1917 are in the process of being evaluated and 

will be selectively cataloged.  

All the non-fiction books of this collection that date from 1960 or earlier, and all works of 

fiction printed through 1917 are available online in Worldcat (www.worldcat.org) and the

German American Collection 

The German American Archive was founded in 1867 by Oswald Seidensticker.  Impressed by 

the German-American collection that had been compiled by Abraham Harley Cassel, 

Seidensticker decided to collect German-American books and documents. With respect to

America . . . [which he published in] 1893 under the title The First Century of German

American Collection is a trove of German-American printing (containing books from the 

press of the celebrated Sauer family, as well as Benjamin Franklin).  Seidensticker collected 

widely within German-American print culture. In addition to books, he gathered journals, 

magazines, and newspapers. Seidensticker did not set out to preserve only German-

American printed works, but German-American culture as a whole. To this end, he collected 

materials pertaining to German-American associational life. The fruit of these efforts is a 

German-American pamphlet collection that contains newsletters, bylaws, and reports of 

countless associations. The primary geographic focus of the collection is Pennsylvania (and 

Philadelphia, in particular). Nevertheless, the researcher will find ample material on 

German-American activities in other states as well.  All of the books have now been 

cataloged electronically.

Carl Schurz Collection 

 

The National Carl Schurz Association was founded as the Carl Schurz Memorial Foundation 

in New York in 1930, to foster German-American friendship and cultural exchange. The 

organization owned a considerable collection of German popular and educational literature 

and many volumes related to German and German-American relations and history. Upon its 

dissolution in the 1970s, the German Society of Pennsylvania received the manuscripts of  

Konrad Nies, Kuno Francke, Rudolf Cronau and over 6000 books, pamphlets and periodicals.   

Other archival materials, among them documents of the activities of the Association and 

the archive of the American Association of Teachers of German, went to the Balch Institute 

and, after its demise, to the Historical Society of Pennsylvania in Philadelphia.  Those 

collections can be accessed here:

Approximately 80% of the books in the Carl Schurz Collection have been cataloged and can 

be found in the online catalog.  There was a fair amount of duplication of books in other 

parts of the library, and some books that were deemed out of scope or duplicate have been 

deaccessioned.  The small section of books that have not yet been cataloged are primarily in 

the area of literature and a few other miscellaneous topics (Library of Congress call 

numbers PT-Z). The Carl Schurz books retain the Library of Congress classification system 

that was used by the National Carl Schurz Association.  Some books that were acquired 

from the Carl Schurz Association were integrated into the Main or German American 

Collections, however this process was not completed and the remainder of the books are 

what forms the current Carl Schurz Collection.  Catalog records for these titles all contain a 

provenance heading for the National Carl Schurz Association, and can be searched as a 

collection in the local catalog.

The Horner library also contains a small reference collection comprised of approximately

It 

includes thousands of entries on all types of German-American associational life (mostly 

within the Philadelphia area). There were German associations for almost every conceivable 

purpose, and the Pamphlet Collection reflects this fact. There are pamphlets on reading 

societies, worker societies, women societies, building societies, fire insurance societies, life 

insurance societies (some differentiated by gender such as the Germania Sterbe-Kasse and

The German Society of Pennsylvania, founded in Philadelphia in 1764, directed its early 

efforts to assisting new German immigrants, especially those forced into indentured

World Wars, which created suspicion and criticism of Germanic culture. That suspicion and 

government scrutiny played a role in the dwindling membership of the Society. In the post-

World War II era the Society channeled its overseas relief activities through a Quaker-based 

aid society. In the second half of the century, the neighborhood was also changing, as it 

became predominantly African-American, rather than German, and more impoverished. But 

the Society pressed forward, continuing its educational and cultural programs. From the 

early 21st century, the Society has seen the resurgence of the neighborhood, and its 

leadership has directed the organization to embark on new projects. As of 2014, the Society 

building represents the last surviving monumental record of the German presence in 

Philadelphia.

The correspondence 

includes letters from 78 charitable organizations in Hamburg, Germany, that applied for 

distributions of donated sacks of flour in 1919; and nine letters written from various parts of 

Germany in 1922 during the period of inflation. The Foreign Relief Committee was 

comprised of an all-male committee of the Society and a committee of the Society's 

Women's Auxiliary, whose greatest contributions were in the form of knitted and sewn 

items produced by the members at weekly gatherings. Also included is a 1929 letter from 

the Deutsche Liga der freien Wohlfahrtspflege (an alliance of German social welfare 

organizations) telling of a monument to commemorate the foreign relief efforts that had 

helped Germany after the war.

as an additional charitable arm of the Society, with particular emphasis on charity for 

families in distress in the Philadelphia area. Since its founding in 1764, the German Society 

had provided charitable assistance to German-speaking immigrants in the community, 

especially those newly arrived in the country. With German immigration on the decline in 

the early 20th century, the Women's Auxiliary assumed the greater portion of the Society's 

charitable work. After the First and Second World Wars the Auxiliary engaged in war relief 

to German speaking lands directly and in cooperation with Quaker relief agencies. As state

The Frauenhilfsfond was the women's auxiliary of the Hilfsfond (Relief Fund), a German-

American charitable organization in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, devoted to war relief and 

humanitarian aid in German-speaking areas overseas during and after the First World War. 

The Frauenhilfsfond was essentially an umbrella group of German-American women's

feed destitute children in German-speaking areas in Europe, efforts that were led by the 

American Friends Service Committee. The records dating from after 1917 appear to overlap 

with the activities of the Women's Auxiliary of the German Society of Pennsylvania, of 

which the Frauenhilfsfond president, Antonie Ehrlich, and others in the group were 

simultaneously members.

His career there spanned the 

1890s until 1918. The work, entitled "Zwischen Anfang und Ende: mein Leben" (Between 

the beginning and the end: my life), was published in installments in the Chicago German-

language newspaper Sonntagpost, not long before Fick's death, in 1935. Fick tells of both 

his personal and his professional life, and also, at times, about current events, such as the 

assassination of President Lincoln, the Chicago fire of 1871, and German-American festive 

occasions. Included, at the back, is an obituary of Fick, which describes his funeral, in the 

chapel of the Spring Grove Cemetery, Cincinnati.

The Hilfsfond initially aimed to assist widows and 

orphans of German and Austrian-Hungarian soldiers killed in the war. After the entrance of 

the United States into the war, it focused on aid to prisoners of war interned in the United 

States and Canada; and in the postwar period it provided humanitarian relief in Germany, 

with special attention to the plight of children. During World War I, the Hilfsfond had close 

ties to the National German-American Alliance. Some of its leaders were also active 

members of the German Society of Pennsylvania. In the 1920s the Hilfsfond worked in 

cooperation with the American Friends Service Committee. The records include minute 

books, from the founding until April 1925; treasurer's records, 1914 to 1916; and ephemera 

such as appeal letters and programs for fundraising events. (View full

This collection comprises two volumes of records of the Ladies Society (Damen-Verein), or 

women's auxiliary, of the Philadelphia Turners. The parent club, which was known until the 

late 1930s as the Philadelphia Turngemeinde, was one of the oldest German-American 

Turner, or gymnastics clubs in the United States, founded in 1849. The Ladies Society was 

founded on 5 September 1877 to assist the Turngemeinde. These partial records of the 

Ladies Society are from two different periods. The first volume is a ledger recording 

member information and dues paid from 1933 to 1938. The second volume is a cashbook 

kept from 1954 to 1959. In the 1950s the Ladies Society mainly held social events such as 

card parties, dessert parties, picnics, and dinners; and besides supporting the Turngemeinde 

it partly had a general charitable purpose. (View full finding aid.)

These records were kept by Louis H. Schmidt, treasurer of the 

Committee, and pertain mainly to the Third and Fourth Liberty Loans, with inclusion of a 

few subscription lists related to the fifth loan, issued in 1919 and known as the Victory 

Liberty Loan. The collection contains correspondence, subscription forms, lists of 

subscribers, reports, clippings, and ephemera, including Liberty Loan volunteer buttons and 

six posters promoting the purchase of Liberty Bonds.

affecting German-American life, and to support the preservation of German culture in the 

United States.

Rudolf Cronau: 

Born: 21 January 1855, Solingen, Rhenish Prussia Died: 27 October 1939, Tarrington, New 

York 

Orphaned at age seven and raised by an uncle, the young Cronau served as a volunteer for 

the Red Cross during the Franco-Prussian War (1870/1). After the war, he attended the

Cronau 

also befriended the scout and frontier showman William F. Cody, aka ά.ǳŦŦŀƭƻ .ƛƭƭΦέ /Ǌƻƴŀǳ 

was deeply involved with the German-American community. In 1901, at the Constitutional 

Convention of the German-American National Alliance, Cronau proposed the erection of a 

monument commemorating Francis Daniel Pastorius and the first German immigrants to 

America. This proposal eventually led to the Germantown Memorial in Vernon Park, 

Germantown, Pa. (10 November 1920). In 1919, Cronau founded the Steuben Society of 

America in New York. In the 1920s, Cronau  wrote a general illustrated history of the 

German element in America titled: Drei Jahrhunderte Deutschen Lebens in Amerika (Three 

Centuries of German Life in America). 5

Born in Kiel in 1855, Kuno Francke joined the Harvard University German Department 

(changed to the Department of Germanic Languages and Literatures in 1897) in 1884. 

Francke remained at Harvard until his death in 1930 and used his position there to promote 

education about German culture in the United States. Francke was widely recognized as the 

foremost cultural ambassador of higher education between Germany and America. Francke 

became an American citizen and closely identified himself with German Americans.

Biographical sketch: 

Gottlieb T. Kellner: 

Born: 27 August 1819, Kassel 

Died: 15 May 1898, Philadelphia 

A journalist, whose democratic political leanings expressed in his newspaper, Die Hornisse 

(The Hornet), eventually led to his imprisonment and emigration to the United States in the 

aftermath of the Revolution of 1848/9. Kellner reclaimed his journalistic roots in 1856 by 

becoming editor of the Philadelphia Democrat. Kellner became an active member of the 

German-American community, presiding over the Maennerchor (the oldest singing society 

in the country), planning the German Bicentennial in Philadelphia in 1883, and instituting

contain photographs and autographed letters of prominent personalities (including, among 

others, Herman Ridder, William C. Bryant, Charles Emory Smith, Edward Uhl, and German 

Ambassador von Holleben).

Contains twelve items pertaining to the visit of Prince Henry of Prussia to the United States 

in 1902. The collection includes a seating chart, menu, program, addresses, and newspaper 
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articles of the 26 February 1902 dinner held in the Waldorf-Astoria New York sponsored by 

the New Yorker Staats-Zeitung to the American Press with Prince Henry as the guest 

of  honor.
